In
such case, the First Party has the right to claim such
payment and may take all the necessary action for collecting
them and the Second Party shall be compelled to pay all the
compensations, including judicial and legal expenses and
any costs that may have been incurred by the First Party
towards obtaining its rights.
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Seventh: Authorization to debit

the Accounts and Currency Exchange

The Second Party authorizes the First Party to debit the
amounts of the installments falling due in addition to the
compensation amount (if any) from all its accounts with the
First Party (Current / Saving ) whether in local or foreign
currency. The Second Party further authorizes the First Party
to exchange foreign currency at the rate prevailing on the
exchange date in a manner that fulfill the payment of such
installments, irrespective whether such accounts existed at the
time of the signing of this Contract or to be opened thereafter.
Further, the Second Party authorizes the First Party to block
the balances of such accounts and has priority over other
creditors with respect to collecting its debts when necessary.

Eight: Inspection and Receipt of the Sold Goods Documents
The Second Party acknowledges that it has inspected the
documents evidencing ownership and acquisition by the
First Party of the goods subject of this sale; that such
documents match the goods that it has ordered and
promised to purchase; that it has taken delivery of such
documents. Thus; The Second Party has become liable for
the goods that such documents represent and for its loss,
damage or destruction with effect from taking delivery of
such documents in its capacity as owner of and liable for
such goods from such date and may take delivery thereof
from the Shipper in the shipper's capacity as Agent of the
First Party.

Ninth: Validity of Contract

The Second Party acknowledges that it has read and
understood the terms and conditions of this Contract and
that it has accepted them under its free will without being
subjected to any duress or any other defect that may have
effected its free will.

Tenth: Powers and Authority of the Second Party

The Second Party declares that it has the full power and
authority necessary for entering into this Contract and the
execution of the obligations set out herein and it further
declares that such execution will not prejudice any existing
contract, promise or obligations on the part of the Second
Party.

Eleventh: Non- Waiver

The non-claim by either party at any time the execution of
this Contract or any of the terms, conditions or obligation set
herein shall not be construed as being a waiver of such right
or abandonment to claim full execution at any subsequent
time.

Twelfth: Settlement of Disputes

The parties herein have agreed that any dispute, default or
controversy arising of this contract which the Parties are
unable to solve amicably within a period of two weeks as of
the date of notice by either party to the other of such dispute,
default or controversy, shall be referred to the competent
court.

Thirteenth: Governing Law

This Contract shall be governed and construed in
accordance with the laws of the Emirate of Dubai, and
applicable federal laws of The United Arab Emirates,
including specifically Part Six of Federal law No. 50 of 2022
relating to Commercial Transactions of Islamic Financial
Institutions.

The Dubai Courts shall have non-exclusive jurisdiction in
respect of any dispute arising under this Contract..

Fourteenth: Notices and Correspondence

Al notifications and correspondence between parties
shall be in writing to be addressed to the parties’
respective

addresses set out in this contract. Each party undertakes to
notify the other party of any change in the address and the
notified party shall comply with such change as soon as its
has been notified thereof.
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Fifteenth: Headings

The headings set out herein are for facilitating reference only
and shall not be used in the interpretation and execution of
any of the provision herein.

Sixteenth: The Contract and Annexure

This Contract is made in (two) original Copies and each
party has been handed over a copy to act accordingly. All
the appendices set out herein are considered to be an
integral part of this contract and shall be read and construed
with its terms and conditions.

In witness whereof and for purpose of complying with this
contract as per Shariah and the law, both parties have set
their respective hands through their respective authorized
representatives on the day and year first above written.

Definition of Tax:
